In 2012 the IAF represented falconry in all of the international meetings of where falconry could
potentially be an issue, but principally to support the principle of sustainable use of natural
resources to ensure that hunting is promoted as a traditional way of life. We were joined by and
cooperated with FACE and CIC at almost all of those meetings. We did this as part of our
conservation mandate.
